Description: This course addresses the fundamental principles required for the planning and execution 

of convoy operations. This course provides an overview for convoy planning, organizations, and 
movement fundamentals, procedures, and techniques. It gives general planning requirements, 

support requirements, considerations, and procedures.

Course Topics Covered: 
 

 Duties of the convoy commander and other convoy control personnel. 

 Convoy organization. 

 Weapons and ammunition to be carried. 

 Hardening of vehicles. 

 Protective equipment to be worn. 

 Preparation of convoy vehicles; for example, information on tarpaulins,  
tailgates, and windshields. 

 Counter ambush actions. 

 Operations security measures. 

 Immediate action drills. 

 Actions during scheduled halts. 

 Maintenance and recovery of disabled vehicles. 

 Refueling and rest halts. 

 Communications. 

 Actions at the release point. 

 Reporting.

 Body Armor 
 Eye & Ear Protection  
 Water Carrier: canteen, Camelbak, etc. 
 Duty tactical weapon  

o *Handgun - 200 rounds  
o *Shoulder-fired entry weapon (if available) - 200 rounds  

 Individual issue tactical equipment.  As a minimum:  
o Light source  
o Elbow/knee pads, gloves 



o Clothing suitable for outdoor tactical training 
o Groin protection  
o Coveralls or equivalent for paint marker use
